Different Obstacles that Trigger Stress Responses along the Path
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Walk, street conditions, width, people densities
Various types of obstacles blocked the path
Bad weather condition by the end

Getting enthusiastic, cheering with other demonstrators

No definite results - limited number of testing subjects
Conclusion
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Further studies are essential for producing more robust data.

A larger number of testing subjects is needed.

Concentration solely on recent findings for further research.

Transferability of the findings to other testing locations.

Knowledge transfer to safety and security research in urban

spaces.

Better comprehension of human perception in urban spaces.
